Annual Report:  Year of the 405 and Land Use





Freeway issues and land use topped our homeowners association agenda this past year.  These issues will continue to require our attention.  This year our community rose to the challenge as a flood of calls and letters succeeded in putting our opposition to the wasteful and unnecessary supersizing of the 405 before our elected officials at every level of government.  To satisfy local and state elected officials, as well as local residents, Caltrans will need to make major modifications in its proposals.





Oversized condominium development and mansionization were issues that are being addressed in two ordinances now moving forward in the City process.  One is an anti-mansionization law that will limit the size of homes that can be built on residential lots.  The other implements SB 1818, a state law enacted to reward builders for constructing low income housing.  Supervisor Zev Yaroslavsky has challenged the City Planning Department’s proposal as destructive of long-standing ordinances and zoning intended to protect neighborhoods and preserve historical districts, In some cases the new law actually reduces the number of affordable units available, as in the case of a 59-unit condo approved for Sepulveda and Bronwood.  The City told the neighborhood that the State law mandated the 16 excess units that it approved—but Sup. Yaroslavsky points out that other jurisdictions such as Santa Monica, Beverly Hills, and Culver City are less generous in implementing the State law.  Insuring an open process in the enactment of the implementation of this law is in our interest.





Another biggie on the continuing agenda is the Federal government’s attempt to sell-off “excess” property at Federal and Wilshire and at the VA Center in Westwood.
